Your Committee have taken a chance next year on Littlestone, not in respect of the course
because, for those of you who have not played there, it is a fabulous links course, but with
respect to the location down on the Kent coast and the fact that we have paid a very
competitive facility fee for the day which commits us to a set fee.

We are hoping, having taken it to that part of the country, we will get good support from clubs
like Cinque Ports, Rye and Littlestone themselves and other clubs from Sussex and Kent.

The Committee has worked hard this year on this area and a majority of the competitions that
had seen a gradual decline over the last ten years saw an increase in their numbers this year
with the Carr Memorial having a field of over eighty.

This was very pleasing and can only be good for everyone involved in the movement.
However, this has come at a cost as we now enter the winner of the Carr and the Scratch in
further competitions at Woodall Spa with expenses paid. We also now have reinvented the
Team prize for the first three clubs with the best combined placings from the Senior,
Intermediate and Junior AGA competitions but thanks to Adrian Doyle the prizes for this were
provided by one of our sponsors Fullers at no cost to the AGA.

Courses have become harder to get and more expensive yet we still kept the entry fees down
to around £70 therefore leaving us with losses on some events. Therefore the Committee
looked at ways that could save or generate money but for various reasons ideas like putting
funds into Premium bonds or sweepstakes were no goers.

The Committee then reviewed the Magazine which, albeit subsidized by our fees, ran at a
substantial loss and it was felt the money could be better used elsewhere.



With new technology available we now trialing an e-edition, as we felt many magazines were
being discarded (as was with my club) and they were only being purchased as most clubs felt
the need to support the AGA.

While on the subject of the Magazine, all members of the movement owe a huge vote of
thanks to David Tingley, who had been the Editor of the Magazine for more years than | have
been an Artisan. Thank you David.

There were 71 entrants for the competition, which necessitated the creation of a preliminary
round before the competition could start properly. The competition got underway in April with
64 players and there were some

through to the final.

It was set to be an interesting 2 Leg
final, with Rob Elvin (2h/c) from
Betchworth Park versus’s Justin Stobo
(18h/c) from Chipstead. Rob was giving
16 shots to Justin, close to a shot a
hole. How would he handle that
pressure having to give so many shots
and conversely how would Justin
handle the situation of receiving so
many shots and this being his first ever
final? Would pressure play a part in the

final or would both players rise to the occasion?

The first leg was played at Chipstead on Sunday 18th September, with a gaggle of supporters
for Justin and Rob, and the match being refereed by Fred Richardson (Betchworth) and yours
truly (Chipstead) for complete impartiality. (Normally the match would be refereed by the
organiser, but because of my connections with Chipstead, | felt that impartiality must be the
standard.)

Teeing off first, Rob drove his ball, up hill, to within 15yds of the 1st green (par 4) and Justin
was just a short way back. It looked a promising start to the final. Justin had his difficulties
and conceded the hole to Rob. Next hole Rob conceded to Justin. Justin won hole 3,
conceded hole 4 and so the scene was set for a game of give and take. Eventually the front
nine ended all square.

Perhaps nerves had the better of both of them, hence the indifferent performances. Would the
back 9 be better?

Rob drove off first on the 10th with a perfectly shaped drive, up over the ridge and ending
about a 100/120yds short of the green with again Justin being just a little way behind. The
hole was halved and it looked as if the game was to be a battle to the end. With a drive to the
11th green from Rob, and a certain 3, the pressure was on Justin, who short of the green
fluffed his approach shots to the green and eventually conceded. Rob won the 12th, and was
now 2 up. The 13th was a hole of some significance.

Justin drove off second and was just short of the par 3 green, and receiving a shot, played a
delicate chip to the green, which was stone dead, and with a conceded putt, gave Justin a 3
nett 2. Rob, on the green with his drive, shaved the hole with his putt and ended with a 3, hole
to Justin. Justin continued his winning ways with wins on the 14th, 15th 16th and 17th holes
and was 3 up with one to play. Would he be 4up, 3up, or 2up going to Betchworth? Receiving
a shot on 18 Justin had a 6 and Rob a 5 so the hole was halved, and thus Justin was going to
Betchworth with a 3 hole lead for the return leg. Despite the number of conceded holes there
was some very good golf played by both players, especially on the back 9. Returning to the
Artisans, refreshments were provided for the players and supporters.

The second leg started at 2p.m. at Betchworth and was refereed by Les Sharp of Banstead.
(Thank you Les). Up to the 1st hole at Betchworth, with a large following of spectators from
both clubs watching, trudged the two golfers up to the dogleg, Justin with a left-hand side
approach to the green and Rob from the right. Good approach chips to the green and sunk



putts resulted in a halved hole. Hole 2 saw Rob hit a nice shot to the green whilst Justin hit to
the left and had to chip to the green, the result was a win for Rob. Deficit was now 2 down for
Rob.

Hole 3 saw Rob hit to the left and into a bit of bother, whilst Justin hit down the right into the
rough. Both players played excellent shots to the green and with Rob putting first just missing
the hole (giving him a 4) it gave Justin an opportunity to snatch one back and go back to 3 up.
Alas he also missed his putt and halved the hole and so Justin remained 2 down. Holes 4, 5,
6, were halved. So on they strode to the play the 7th hole. Rob played a majestic 2nd shot
approach to the back of the green from a difficult lie in the rough and finished about 10 feet
from the pin. Justin hit an approach shot (3rd shot) at the flag which rolled up to the ridge but
didn’t carry on up and over. Then a firm putt from Justin saw his ball finish near the back of
the green. It was still Justin’s putt which just missed the hole, it meant that all Rob had to do
was putt the ball dead. The outcome for that hole was a win for Rob, so now he was just one
behind.

Two excellent tee shots on the 8th hole, saw Rob hit the green and Justin just short, the result
for the hole was a half. Hole 9 saw Rob hit an enormous drive down the right hand side of the
fairway whilst Justin went down the left hand side of the rough and then struggled to hit the
green in four. With Rob on the green in two the hole was firmly in his control and accordingly
he won it with a birdie. Scenario now is ALL SQUARE after 9 holes (same as at Chipstead).

Hole 10 saw Rob hit a superb tee shot to the green (a par 3) and massive backspin took the
ball away from the hole, enter Justin, superb tee shot to the green, on the flag, and a finish
which was inside Rob’s ball. Rob to putt first and up the green on the edge of the hole and
down it dropped, a birdie two. Could Justin emulate that putt, alas no he just shaved the hole
for a par and a loss. 1 up to Rob. Rob won 11 and 12 and had cantered into a 3 hole lead,
and with a half on 13, 3 up seemed a comfortable margin.

BUT Justin wasn’t lying down to capitulate, he was going to fight all the way to the end, and
with wins on 14 and 15, it left him just one hole behind with 3 to play. A half on 16 meant the
game was far from over. Down 17, and a drive from Justin to the right and in the rough and
blocked next shot to the green, but Rob spanked one down the right hand side and was 150
yds from the green.

Justin played his next shot from the rough and pushed it into the left hand side fairway
bunker, and it was Rob to play next and he put his ball right of the flag on the apron of the
green. Justin’s next shot struggled to make distance from the bunker and couple of shots later
Justin, magnanimously, strode over to Rob and conceded the hole to him. Rob had won 2
and 1.

Obituary of Sam Carroll 1914 — 2011 (President IA GA)

Sam was one of the founder members and lifelong president of the Irish Golfing Association
passed away in April this year. Sam'’s love of Golf stems from his school days when he, his
brother and friends would race to his local golf club, Foxrock (where he played until his 90"
year) to caddy.

This, as well as receiving a nominal sum, gave him the opportunity to learn the game of golf.

Many stories of his caddying days would be told, how to get the best tipper, to the ones where
he would be brought to away clubs, an adventure unknown as cars and tips where a rare
commaodity.

His skills at golfing where renowned, the hours of practicing under street lights, to the art of
using his back garden as a practice area. Sam ventured into green keeping after he left
school, when horses with sacks on their feet would be used to pull the mower for cutting the
green’s and sheep were the main stay for keeping the grass on the course down.

Sam later worked in private industry and entered public life, a tireless worker for the less
fortunate he served on the local hospital boards, burial boards and housing committees at his
local church. Never to be married his love of the Artisan Association was enviable, when
youth after youth joined the association he was the father figure giving guidance and advice
on the art of golf. Sam’s achievements at golf where numerous, winning the first Artisan
Championship in 1947 beating Tom Craddock (who later went on to represent Ireland and
Great Britain in many Walker Cup matches) to winning many Artisans yearly events.

But winning was not Sam’s scene, the taking part in the yearly international between the
IAGA and the AGA (highlight when he and three nephews where on the team) the meeting of
the other Artisans at the August fortnight competitions and the many enquires “ Sam I'm
having trouble with my driving or putting “. Small in stature but big in presence, at many
presentations in club pavilions, his famous one liner was heard “God made a blade of grass
for all so everyone could play the game of golf” a legacy we hope will continue for many a
year.
